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Abstract

This study was conducted to explore Governance and Administration
of Bani Al Ahmar State, which was a very important historical period of
Andalusian history. The study focuses on the administration systems,
which had a significant impact on extending Kingdom life, its ascent and
cultural prosperity. This was achieved through State’s institutions such as
ministries including accountancy, judiciary, police and military
organizations such as the army and navy. All institutions contributed
significantly to Kingdom advancements in all aspects.

This study is divided into an introduction and four chapters. The
introduction describes the reasons for selecting this topic and it provides a
summary of the modern and semi-modern references I used in this study.

The introduction outlines the roots Granada’s name and provides a
geographical overview of its mountains, rivers and states. It also gives a
brief summary of the state of Stationed and Unitarian. It also explains how
Mohammad Ibn Yousef Al Ahmar developed Granada. Then the
introduction ends by listing reasons of Granada’s durability.

The title of chapter one is “Political System”; looking in general at the
Islamic Governance Systems thus focusing on Bani Al Ahmar’s regime
specifically. Furthermore, it discusses nicknames, agnomens, badges,
Sultan’s signs, Sultan’s escort, fidelity and the Crown prince. This chapter
also discusses interior and foreign policy as well as defining the Ministry
and its types.

Defensive
and Offensive weapons were discussed as well. Secondly, I studied the
Navy; I defined it and discussed main bases and shipbuilding industry. I
described the Navy and its ships, weapons and well-known leaders.
