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1- It encompasses human, political, cultural, social and economic
aspects of the social sciences.

2- Human geography broadly differs from physical geography in
that it has a greater focus on studying intangible or abstract
patterns surrounding human activity and is more receptive to
gualitative research methodologies and the major focus of
human geography is not the physical landscape of the Earth.

3- Human geography is methodologically diverse, using both
gualitative methods and quantitative methods, including case
studies, survey research, statistical analysis and model
building.
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The Political geography concerned with the study of
both the spatially uneven outcomes of political
processes and the ways in which political processes
are themselves affected by spatial structures. and sub-
field include electoral geography, strategic and
military geography
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-« Economic geography is the study of the location,

distribution and spatial organization of economic
activities across the Earth. The subject matter
investigated is strongly influenced by the researcher’s

and methodological approach.
Health geography is the application of geographical

information, perspectives, and methods to the study of

health, disease, and health care.
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
